B. THE GOAL IN BEING A DISCIPLE...
1. Stated by Jesus himsdlf: to be like the teacher - Lk 6:40
2. TobeChrig'sdisciple, then, isto gtrive to be like Him!
3. According to the apostle Paul, this coincides with God's goa in the redemption of
mankind, that they be conformed to the image of His Son - Ro 8:29

[Do you have a strong dedire to follow Jesus and become like Him? Unless you do, it cannot be said
that you are truly His disciple! There are dso some " identifying marks" of discipleship given by Jesus
which can help usto further identify atrue disciple of Jesus..]

Mt 28:19-20...]

2) For ndather of theseinvolve a"burid” nor an immerson (which is the meaning of
the Greek word "baptidzo")
c.  When done according to the Word of God, baptism then becomes an act of faith on
our part which resultsin awonderful working of God in our lives
1) Our snsare washed away by the blood of Jesus - Ac 22:16; Ep 5:25-27
2) Weare"regenerated” and "renewed" by the Spirit of God so we can now live for
God! - Ti 3:5-6
3) Itistruly a"rebirth" involving both water and the Spirit - Jn 3:5

One of the blessings as well as an important responsibility for the Chritian is the practice of
assembling regularly with other Chrigtians

THE ACTIVITIESOF OUR ASSEMBLIES

INTRODUCTION

One of the greatest blessngs enjoyed by Chrigtiansin thislife isthe privilege of prayer, by which
we can approach God...

a. Through prayer, the Chrigtian can find for giveness for sns-1.Jn 1.9

b. Through prayer, the Chrigtian can find peace to replace anxiety - Ph 4.6-7

c. Through prayer, the Christian can receive strength from God through His Spirit - Ep 3:14-16

For such reasons, Paul frequently exhorted Christians to be diligent in their prayers...
a. "praying dwayswith al prayer and supplication..." - Ep 6:18

b. "Continue earnedtly in prayer, being vigilant in it with thanksgiving' - Co 4:2

c. "Pray without ceesng” -1 Th 5:17

Y et Jesus knew that people would tend to become dack in their prayers- Lk 18:1
a. Itisout of asmilar concern that prompts two lessons devoted specificaly to prayer
b. Itishoped tha you will be encouraged to be more diligent in prayer as we examine:
1) Bascprinciplesof prayer taught in God's Word
2) Suggestions concerning the practice of prayer in our daily lives

3. But thisis an important duty, one which the Bible emphasizes- Ac 2:42; 1 Pe 2.2

. WHY BIBLE STUDY ISIMPORTANT

A. THE WORD OF GOD POSSESSES THE POWER OF " SANCTIFICATION"
1. "Sanctification" means "to set gpart”; as used in the Bible, to set gpart for God's purpose
2. TheWord of God is the means by which doesthis...
a. Aspraised by David in hispsdm - Psa 19:7-11
b. Asmentioned in the prayer of Jesus-Jn 17:17
-- If weareto be useful to God, then we need to study HisWord!

B. THE WORD OF GOD POSSESSES THE POWER OF "PRESERVATION"
1. A lack of knowledge has always destroyed the people of God - Hos 4.6
2. But the YOUNG can keep their ways pure by the Word of God - Psa 119:9
3. And the ELDERS were exhorted to keep the church by the Word - Ac 20:28-32
-- A firs step towards backdiding is neglecting God's Word!

3. Itisour responghbility to "test the spirits’ and to be able to identify "false gpostles' - 1 Jn

B. SOME SAY "THEY CAN'T GET ANYTHING OUT OF THE BIBLE"
1. Thismay be because they read it so little, or because they do not know how to go about
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sudying it
2. Oftenit isbecause they do not use amodern English trandation

3. Mog have smply made little effort to understand it
4. Yet Paul assumed that people could understand it if they read it - cf. Ep 3:3-4

C. SOME SAY "THEY DON'T HAVE THE TIME"
1. People who do study are busy too, but they leave off things that are lessimportant
2. AsJesus commanded, we must put the things of the kingdom of God first - Mt 6:33

[Thereisredly no excuse for neglecting the Word of God. In view of itsimportance, we would be
foolish to do so. But how shall one study the Word of God? There are severd approaches...]

[II.METHODS OF BIBLE STUDY

A. THE "PLANNED-LESSON" METHOD...
1. "A Closer Wak With God" is an example of this method
2. Someone prepares lessons on asubject, then it is studied in aclass or at home
3. Thisisagood way to study, but one's study should not be limited to this method

B. THE"SUBJECT" METHOD...
1. Thisinvolves selecting some subject (e.g., "baptism’), then collecting and studying each
passage in the Bible on the subject
2. Thismethod hasits advantages, but it can be easy to take things out of context and draw
the wrong concluson

C. THE"BOOK" METHOD...
1. Thisconsgsof anintengve sudy of asngle book of the Bible
2. Sincethe Bible was written abook at atime, thisis probably the best way to study the
Bible
3. Daily Bible Reading programs can easily utilize this gpproach to the Scriptures
a. E.g, following a program to read through the entire Bible each year
b. E.g., taking a chapter each week to read and study daily, you can cover the New
Testament in depth over afive year period
-- Doing both of these will give a person an overall under standing of the Bible and
an in-depth under ganding of the New Testament

C. DO YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT YOU ARE SINGING...?

2. Some songs, though sounding beautiful, can be so complicated as to hinder understanding
a. Themusica arrangement can be such that one spends more time concentrating on the

notes rather than the words

b. The pace of the song can be so fast that we don't absorb the meaning of the words
c. Thewords used may be unusua and not understood by the average snger

3. Song leaders can perform avauable service by being careful in the songs they sdect to lead
a. Carefully introducing songs that may be new to the congregation
b. Taking amoment to explain the meaning of the song or unusud wordsin it

4. But the ultimate responghility falls on uswho sng, so we should make every effort to
understand what we are Snging

D. DO YOU STRESSMUSICAL HARMONY TO THE DETRIMENT OF NEW

TESTAMENT SINGING...?

1. Fortunately, God stresses making melody in our hearts over making harmony with our
voices

2. Inanatura desreto offer beautiful praise, do you discourage those who might not have
trained voices but Hill love to praise God with their whole being?

3. | have occasondly seen some Chrigtians give a criticizing look a others who sang "off key"

4. But the emphass should be on praising God in heart and mind, and not how it may sound to
the human ear!

E. DO YOU HINDER YOUR OWN SINGING BY WHERE YOU SIT...?

2. People become more involved, are more uplifted, edify others better, when they St together
and close to the song leader

To grow in the knowledge of Jesus Christ requires much effort

We do not "accidentaly” or "naturaly” develop these graces!

If we are not careful, we may be like the teacher in the following illugtretion:

In hisbook Folk Psalms of Faith, Ray Stedmantellsa story of a woman who had
been a school teacher for 25 years. When she heard about a job that would mean a
promotion, she applied for the position. However, someone who had been teaching
for only oneyear was hired instead. She went to the principal and asked why. The
principal responded, " I'm sorry, but you haven't had 25 year s of experience asyou
claim; you've had only one year's experience 25 times." During that whole time
the teacher had not improved.

We may have been Chrigtians for a number of years; but unless...

a. We"add" to our fath these Chrigt-like qudities with dl "diligence"

b. Weare smply repesting the first year over and over again!

If we are to maintain a close walk with God, and ultimately receive the riches of glory He has
prepared for us, we must overcome the problem of sin in two ways.

a Bysdgnninglessandless-1Jn 2:1a

b. By knowing what to do whenwe do sn-1Jn 2:1b-2

Thislesson is concerned with helping us see how sSin develops, and how to overcome sin with its
terrible consequences

[To overcome sin, we need to understand how it develops. The Bible outlines the development of Snin
Ja1:12-15..]

HOW SN DEVELOPS

A. THE FIRST STAGE IS"TEMPTATION" ...
1. InJal:14, we seethat "temptation” includes two things.
a. Dedre (sometrandations say "lugt”, suggesting a strong desire for something)
b. Enticement (an opportunity and encouragement to satisfy the desire)
Putting it in the form of asmple equation: Temptation = Desire + Opportunity
3. Toilludrate
a. A gndl boy istempted to sted some cookies when he wants (desire) them and has an
occasion (opportunity) to take them
b. The temptation becomes stronger if he wants them badly, and has a good chance of
getting them without being seen
4. Note: At this sage in the development of sin, actud sin has not yet been committed
a. Itisnot asnto be"tempted”
b. For Jesus Himsdlf was "tempted as we are, yet without Sn" - He 4:15; 2:18

B. THE SECOND STAGE IS"SIN" ITSELF...
1. "When desre has concaived, it givesbirthto sn” - Ja 1:15
2. It becomes sn when we act and yield to the temptation
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3. Thusgninvolvesthe added step of some sort of action on our part
4. Agan, intheform of asmple equation: Sin = Desire + Opportunity + Action

C. THE THIRD STAGE INVOLVES THE CONSEQUENCES OF UNREPENTED AND

UNFORGIVEN SIN: "DEATH" ...
